2. GREENSTONE TUTORIAL CD-ROM

Download the ISO CD-ROM image file


http://www.sadl.uleth.ca/gsdl/download/greenstone-2.62-tutorial-edition.iso.zip

(This large file is hosted in Canada because in NZ we pay/Mb for outgoing web traffic!)

Unzip it, and create a CD-ROM from it. Label the CD-ROM using the label below
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TO INSTALL SOFTWARE ON THE LAB COMPUTERS FOR A GREENSTONE WORKSHOP

(Only if a computer lab is being used for the workshop) 

Download the ISO CD-ROM image file mentioned above:

Unzip it, and create a CD-ROM from it. This contains all the files and software needed for the lab.

Install Greenstone from the CD-ROM. Accept all the installation defaults. Accept the offer
 to install ImageMagick (if not already installed). Install the Greenstone Language Pack,
 which is on the CD-ROM but has a separate installer, in the “Greenstone Language Pack” folder.


 Ensure that Greenstone is available on each workstation separately. Make sure that the folder


C:\Program Files\greenstone

is local to the workstation, and writable by the user.

Check that Greenstone is available from the Start menu of each workstation.

Greenstone Digital Library should produce a page like that at


 http://www.nzdl.org/cgi-bin/gsdl-2.60/library

Also check that the Greenstone Librarian Interface starts up and appears to be working.
Finally, copy the tutorial/sample_files folder and make it available on each workstation (read-only OK).

If you don’t want to go to the trouble of creating a CD-ROM, an alternative is to
go to greenstone.org, click the DOWNLOAD button, and download


1. the Windows distribution of the Greenstone software (version 2.62)


2. the Greenstone language pack (Windows)


3. the Export to CD-ROM module


4. the Documented Example Collections


5. the Tutorial exercises


6. the Multimedia files. 

If you do this you will need to ensure that the Java Run-time Environment (1.4.0 or newer) is
 present (the CD-ROM version does this automatically). Also, you will need to obtain and install ImageMagick (http://www.imagemagick.org). Install the Export to CD-ROM module, the Documented Example Collections (the CD-ROM version does
 these automatically), and the Greenstone Language Pack. The sample_files folder comes in two parts (Tutorial exercises and Multimedia files), which should be merged into one sample_files folder.
